The moral of the story:    Even when a man is listening,   he is 
still going to get it wrong.  
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History Corner - "The Bleeding Vine" 
The following account is taken from York Courant of May the 28th 1835 
This remarkable and celebrated old vine (long since gone into decay), 
the largest ever known in his kingdom was the kind called Black Hambro 
and although in the open air, generally produce great quantities of fine 
fruit. 
It’s situation was on the east side of the town on the front of the large 
houses formerly the property of Robert Rakes, Esq. on the site of the 
ancient monastery of the Carmelites or White Friars*.  The circumference 
of the trunk, a little above the surface of the ground, was 3'11".  the 
branches of the vine covered the whole fronts of the spacious houses 
and also extended along the front of the two adjoining houses in the 
south, turning round the corner at the Masons Arms in a few feet to the 
east and to the north it extend along the front of another house to the 
Pack Horse Inn**. 
About 1774 or1775 this Vine received, from some impropriety in the 
pruning of it, a severe injury near the bottom of the trunk which caused 
a wound from which the liquid copiously issued and ran down to the 
adjoining brook and could not be stopped.  It happened at the same 
time that the Duke of Northumberland (formerly Sir Hugh Smithson) 
grandfather of the present Duke, a native of Northallerton, in passing of 
the street, seeing the vine (which he well remembered when young) in 
such a precarious state.  He instantly sent an express off to Alnwick 
Castle for his head gardener who well understood the management of 
vines to come immediately to Northallerton and on his arrival by his skill, 
the wound was properly healed and the injured part covered with lead.  
From this circumstance it was for many years after called “The Bleeding 
Vine”.  This vine in the year 1789 contained 137 yd.² and in 1790 139 
yd.² and had it been permitted, when in its greatest vigour, would have 
extended over three or four times that area.  But from its then great age 
and further injudicious management it has long since gone to decay. It 
was supposed to be an upward of 160 years old.  Rymer, the celebrated 
historiographer Royal who received his education under that Mr Thomas 
Smelt at the grammar school at its place at this place was of the opinion 
that it was planted prior to the year 1600.  The vine is noticed in 
Roebuck’s, M'Nevin's and other Histories of Vines, in the former there is 
a print of it, but during several periods of its existence, drawings drives 
were taken from which prints were published.  An engraving by the 
eminent artist Sir Robert Strange, knight was highly esteemed.
